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SECTION 5 | MEASURE & SPECIFY
GUIDELINES

In order to assist with providing seamless communication between the Specifier, Assembler and Installer, Rollease Acmeda are
providing some guidelines to assist with measuring and specifying the Extreme system in order to:

o Identify key information for Assembler and Installer
o Improve efficiency
«  Limit the number of re-calls / adjustment required on site after installation

The suggested ‘Actual Blind Sizes’ are based on:
. Minimum clearances where relevant to assist installers

« Compromise between minimising on site adjustments for installer (plus, overall appearance for end user] and simplifying
process/communication for Specifier.

o To simplify the Specifiers task ‘Actual Blind Widths" could be based on the smallest size - however depending on installation
type packing or on site adjustments will be required at installation.

o To minimise adjustments further analysis into where the walls are out-of-square could be undertaken, however very clear
communication between Specifier, Assembler and Installer is required.
